Terms and Condition of the AHPS

Monthly school fees should be paid on or before
the 10th of each month.

Admission fee will be paid at the time of
admission only as per Fee Table.

Term fees will be paid twice in a year that is in the
beginning and in mid of the year.

If the monthly school fees are not paid on or
before the due date then the late payment will be
charged.

Fees will be accepted at the school office during
office time only.

Books and uniform charges will be charged
separately.

Arabic, Islamiyat and computer books will be
available in school. Parents will be responsible to
buy these three books from the school. Books
charges will be applied separately.

The school will be closed on Sunday and on public
holidays.

The students will have to reach school on time
according to school timings. The school gate will
be closed after the entrance time and the late
students will not be allowed to enter.

The students must come to school in proper school
uniform

All students must follow the school rules and
regulations.

The parents will be responsible to drop and pick
their wards to /from school.

The students must be punctual and regular in
attending the school and also to bring books as
per the school time-table.

The students must cooperate in keeping the
classrooms, corridors, compound and other areas
of the school clean.

The students must say salam to principal, teachers
and classmates in school and at home to family
members.

The students must avoid spending time in watching
TV programmes at home so that the islamic sunnah
and teaching can be practised completely.

The students must do Wadu before reading
Quran, namaz and other deeniyat learnings.
